· Treasurer: The February 2011 through May 2011 report begins with a balance of $1,443.53.  Expenses totaled $112.05.  Deposits totaled $789.55. The final balance on the report is $2,121.03.

VIII. Special Reports:
· Jeanette Bach noted that we have eleven FOPDL tote bags in our inventory.  This should be enough for the summer.  We will need to consider ordering more in August.  The tote bags are sold for $7.00.
IX. Old Business:

· Easter Bake Sale - Colleen Forman reported on the success of this event.  Total profits were $66.00.  Thank you to everyone that donated their time, baked goods and supplies.   Jeanette mentioned that the cupcakes did not sell as well as the cookies.  Colleen suggested that we only have cookies next year and increase the amount due to the popularity of the homemade cut outs.
· Shelving purchase – Sue Herford commented during the used book sale that our customers really liked the shelving.  Visibly it looks nice and keeps our used book inventory organized. Jeanette reported they set up categories for the books.  If anyone has suggestions to better organize our used books, please let her know.  Damaged books can go into the recycle bin at the Cooperative Elevator.  Ken Licht took 20 boxes of books to be recycled.
· Used Book Sale – Jeanette Bach reported that we sold $218.00 worth of books on Thursday, $77.25 on Friday, and $71.55 on Saturday for a total of $366.80.  Traffic was high on Thursday, steady on Saturday, and a little slow on Friday. To help grow this fundraiser we may want to keep it an annual event so our patrons remember it.
Old Business continued - 

· Advertising for the Used Book Sale - Jeanette reported that we placed “dog ear” advertising in the Huron Daily Tribune one week before the event and the day before the event. There was a discussion regarding the by-laws and pre-approving advertising.  A chairperson can spend up to $40.00 without prior approval.  Jeanette has a bill from 4/28/11 in the amount of $12.00.  She will wait until she receives the second bill in early June before submitting it to the FOPDL for payment at that time.  The library’s fiscal year ends in June and Jeanette needs to get all of the appropriate paper work to Nietzke and Faupel by mid-June.

· Summer Book Sale is July 21- 23 during the Farmers’ Festival.  Colleen Forman will chair the event. She will be contacting members for their help.  Jeanette suggested that some library patrons may be willing to help during the days when the FOPDL members are at work.  Anyone that volunteers earns $10.00 worth of free books.  Colleen will send out a schedule to all FOPDL members before the end of June.
· Book Purse Auction – Shelley DeBeaubien presented the book purse that was donated for auction to the FOPDL. Tickets will be sold for $1.00 each or six for $5.00 for a one day raffle.  Kathy Kent volunteered to check into the details on printing raffle tickets.  Jeanette Bach recommended that we add this event to our website with a picture of the book purse to spark interest.  We also need to add the picture to our Facebook page.
· E-books – Jeanette Bach reported that the library is interested in joining a consortium of libraries that purchase downloadable e-books and audio books from a vendor called OverDrive.  The consortium is called the “Fuel Your Mind Digital Collection.”  The price to join the consortium is $3,395.11 for the first year and can be paid on a quarterly basis.  The fee for years two, three and four is $1,967.41 each year. Jeanette is going to take this information to the Pigeon District Library board meeting next Thursday to discuss.  As more libraries join the program, the fees will go down. Jeanette also suggested that we move forward on this proposal so we are not left behind.  She would like to ask the FOPDL to donate $500.00 to this cause. 
Motion: to donate $500.00 towards the first year fee if the Library agrees to join the “Fuel Your Mind Digital Collection”.
