· Colleen Forman was contacted by Younkers department store in regard to the Friends participating in the fall 2008 Community Day booklet sales.  We will receive 50 booklets to start, and sale details such as dates and times will be announced when the booklets arrive.

· Tracy Potter, a local salesperson of Usbourne Books, gave the Friends a brief presentation about holding a book fair at the library.  Mrs. Potter and her assistant handle all sales at the fair, and there are several different ways the library can profit from the sale.
