Dr. Clark Herrington, 82, died of heart failure Sept. 20, 2008 at Huron Medical Center in Bad Axe. 

Charles Clark Herrington was born June 3, 1926 in Bad Axe. He was the son of Dr. Charles I. Herrington and Phebe Clark Herrington. 

Dr. Herrington married Jeannette W. Buckley on July 8, 1950, in Mount Clemens. She preceded him in death on Jan. 5, 1993. He married Jane Raven Smith on Aug. 11, 1996.

After graduating from Bad Axe High School in 1944, Dr. Herrington served in the United States Army. Upon discharge, he attended the University of Michigan and Wayne State University School of Medicine. After medical school, Dr. Herrington completed his surgical residency and trauma training at Detroit Receiving Hospital and Harper Hospital, where he served as chief resident. He then returned to Bad Axe with Jenny and they raised their family of seven children. Dr. Herrington was a dedicated physician and community member.

Dr. Herrington practiced general surgery throughout the Thumb area. He was instrumental in the formation of Huron Memorial Hospital and served on its board for many years. He was committed to the improvement of the medical profession and worked for the educational advancement of students and practitioners. He was a member of the Michigan State Medical Society and the Detroit Academy of Surgery. Dr. Herrington was also a Fellow of the American College of Surgeons and served as president of the Midwest Surgical Association.

After his retirement in 1982, Dr. Herrington taught in the St. Clair County Community College Nursing Program in Bad Axe. He also served on the Bad Axe City Council for several years. He was an Eagle Scout, and enjoyed playing trombone in the community band in the 1970’s. He was an avid reader with a special interest in the American Civil War.

Dr. Herrington is survived by his wife, Jane; and his children, Susan Schwedler (Joseph) of Crystal Falls, Catherine Herrington (Michael Taft) of Ann Arbor, Charles Herrington (Ilene Shell) of Boise, Idaho; the Hon.
